	Manual Application of OSMO POLYX®-OIL 
The Original Hardwax Oil to Cork Flooring
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	Because cork is so highly absorbent and elastic, the following method of application is recommended:
Apply the first coat very thinly with a wide paint scraper 
(see picture opposite). 


	
The Osmo Polyx®-Oil will be absorbed immediately. 
Remove any surplus. 
Leave to dry for at least 24 hours, or longer if possible, ensuring good ventilation. 
Apply the second coat thinly with a foam roller, using a lint-free cloth to remove any surplus immediately
(see pictures to the right). 

Leave to dry for at least 24 hours. 
Smaller areas of cork can also be treated using a paintbrush (Osmo Natural Bristle Brush). 
In this case, ensure that the Polyx®-Oil is applied very thinly 
Cork flooring that has been treated with Osmo Polyx®-Oil will become resistant and elastic and will harden up within 2-3 weeks. (If possible, the floor tiles can be individually treated before laying). 
In order to allow the floor to dry thoroughly, no carpets or other floor coverings should be put down for at least a week after the final coat has been applied.
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Cleaning tools
Working utensils should be cleaned immediately after use with benzole-free Osmo Brush Cleaner or turpentine. 

	Coverage
Whether applied manually or mechanically, one litre of Osmo Polyx®-Oil will cover approx. 12m2 with two coats or approx. 20m2 with one coat (e.g. for renovation).
