	Mechanical Application of OSMO POLYX®-OIL 
The Original Hardwax Oil to Wooden or Cork Flooring
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	Small quantities of Osmo Polyx®-Oil should be applied to the clean and dry wooden surface. 
Then the Polyx®-Oil can be spread evenly with an appropriate brushing machine (see picture left), using natural bristle brush pads. 


	Then brush over the surface with a natural bristle floor brush (Osmo Floor Brush - see picture right). 
Remove all surplus material. 
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	Allow to dry for at least 8-10 hours, ensuring good ventilation and then apply a second thin coat of Polyx®-Oil as above. 
You will be able to walk on the surface after allowing this second coat to dry for at least 8-10 hours. 
After at least 2 days have elapsed, the surface may be treated using Osmo Liquid Wax Cleaner, applied mechanically (see picture left). 


	In order to allow the floor to dry thoroughly, no carpets or other floor coverings should be put down for at least a week after the final coat has been applied.

	Mechanical treatment of cork flooring is undertaken as in for wooden flooring, but please ensure that the Polyx®-Oil is applied particularly thinly with cork flooring (see picture left). 
However, you should allow at least 24 hours drying time between each coat with cork flooring. 
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	Coverage
Whether applied manually or mechanically, one litre of Osmo Polyx®-Oil will cover approx. 12m2 with two coats or approx. 20m2 with one coat (e.g. for renovation). 

	Cleaning tools
Working utensils should be cleaned immediately after use with benzole-free Osmo Brush Cleaner or turpentine.
